REQUIREMENTS
To be considered, applicants must:

	› Have completed 27–75 transferable college credit hours with a minimum 3.5 cumulative GPA
	› Have completed at least one full-time semester (12+ hours) at an accredited college or university
	› Have been enrolled at an accredited institution within the past academic year
	› Have met all remediation requirements
	› Submit official transcripts reflecting GPA and credit hours by the scholarship deadline
