Public Administration majors who choose to minor in Political Science must use PSCI 2305 and PSCI 2312 or 2322 for the Public Administration major. Therefore,
Public Administration majors must select two additional upper-division elective courses from any of the six Political Science subfields to meet the twenty-four [24]
credit hour requirement for the Political Science minor.

International Studies majors who choose to minor in Political Science must use PSCI 2300, PSCI 2320, and PSCI 2312 or 2322 for the International Studies major.
Therefore, International Studies majors must select three additional upper-division elective courses from any of the six Political Science subfields to meet the twenty-
four [24] credit hour requirement for the Political Science minor.

Subfield Requirements (9 hours)

The Political Science program has been divided into six [6] subfields: [a] American Politics, [b] Political Theory, [c] Comparative Politics, [d] International
Relations, [¢] Public Administration, and [f] Public Policy.

Students must complete one [1] upper-division elective course from a minimum of three of the six Political Science subfields for a total of nine [9] credit hours.
