Pros
Clear expectations
Wealth of examples to follow
Faculty may be more familiar with this method



Alternative


Sections
1. Submission-ready article(s)
(specific journal formating)
2. Appendix - Literature Review
3. Appendix - Supplemental Methods
4. Appendix - Supplemental Results
(Average length: 170, n1)


Pros
Writing with intent to publish
Increased likelihood of publication
May help prepare you for a career in academia/research


Cons

Most dissertations in this format never get published
Writing style and process different than academic articles



Cons
Requirements can be ambiguous 
(1 or 2 submission-ready articles)

Faculty may be less familiar with this method
(talk to you Chair about this option early)
